and rights, Arlene recognized the need to create a more inclusive approach in msmzging
economic and land/resources issues within the province via a govettorgenernment
relationship with First Nations. ThHdew RéationshipAgreement shifts the engagement of First
Nations from stakeholders to strategic partners in making decisions about land/resources and
economic development interests just to name a few.
